   In technician machine shops who is responsible for qualifying those who operate the machines? Also if these shops exist in conjunction with a regular machine shop is it the duty of the resident machinist to stop unsafe practices? What authority does a machinist have?

   It has been noted that machine shop employees now have a choice as to the type of desired eyewear frames understanding that side shields and bow protectors must be attached. Are there any options for those not needing prescription glasses? The stockroom has some options and it has been noticed that technicians wear glasses that seem to conform to shop guidelines that are different from those offered in the tool crib.
