Old Safety Issues:
Ind. Bldg. 2 Concerns:

· At the blind corner near the creek, it was suggested a mirror be placed nearby.  With the warmer weather, more bicyclists will be out.  Employees should be reminded to drive slowly especially in this area where the two stop signs are.  This corner also is very narrow; 2 vehicles can barely fit at the same time, if at all. Closed
Ind. Bldg. 3 Concerns:
· A dangerous blind spot exists by the pond near the IB3 building. Closed
Ind. Ctr. Bldg Concerns:

· The power supply continues to be quite noisy in the ICB Tech Room. Closed
Fork Trucks

· Fork trucks leaving the building are not honking to alert personnel. Closed
Overhead Doors

· Use the door to enter or exit an industrial building and not the overhead door, when a flat-bed truck is parked at the overhead door.  It was mentioned in the meeting that someone almost got hit with the flat-bed truck upon entering through the overhead door. Closed
New Safety Issues:

IB2 Building Concerns

· There has been a suggestion to remove the door to the upstairs mezzanine. When it is opened it is a hazard to the storage room and the woman’s washroom. Whenever someone goes up the stairs they leave it opened because they are coming down with an armful. If someone closes the door the person coming down the stairs cannot reach the handle easily and they find themselves in an off balance, unsafe position. The door cannot be lock because of emergency access.
· The northwest corner of the main floor has a clamp and a cylinder storage rack. There are skids and crates stored there. It makes it very difficult to access this area to retrieve a clamp or cylinder. You can find yourself reaching improperly and not being ergonomically correct. {potential back injury}
· There should be a CAUTION: CONTROLLED-RADIOACTIVE MATERIAL AREA sign posted at the south entryway of the IB2 main floor area.
· The only other comment was to remind new employees and summer students to keep their safety glasses on when going through the production floors.
