Old Safety Concerns:  Closed
There were 2 safety concerns brought before the Committee.
· A center drawer in a desk came out all the way scraping a person’s hand. The drawer has shown some wear. (See Photo #1) The drawer was replaced. (Closed)
· A shelf cabinet that hangs on a cubicle wall fell unto the floor. (No one was hurt!) One of the hooks that hold the cabinet in place had a broken tab. The cabinet was not overloaded. It had a few office supplies in it.  (See photo #2) The cabinet was removed. (Closed)
New Safety Concerns:
Magnet Move Close Call:
Two technicians from Building “A” came to pick up a 23,300 lb. magnet with a trailer certified @ 22,600 lb. maximum weight capacity. Building “B” pointed out to them that the magnet’s weight exceeded the trailer’s weight capacity. 

Building “A” insisted it was okay because they had a meeting the day before and their boss told them the trailer could handle 30,000 lbs.

There was some confusion on the floor in Building “B”.
The Supervisor of the Building “B” was notified and the magnet move was temporarily stopped.

The magnet was moved with a different trailer certified @ 50,000 lb weight capacity.
