We had our GRSM @ 2:00 on Thursday 7/6/2006.New attendee’s were introduced.
Dean Validis and Mark Thompson discussed our construction site and added safety associated with the construction.  They explained how anyone wishing to enter the site needs to read, understand, and sign-off on the job hazards analysis [JHA].  Additional safety measures on the JHA as well as normal safety measures must be observed.  One individual was unwilling to read and sign the JHA and was asked to leave the site.  Since the individual did leave the site,  no further action was necessary.

I discussed the “radiation hit” we took in May, 2006.  When I.B.-1 dumpster was emptied, Fermilab radiation safety caught a problem.  During last shutdown, I was assigned the task of going through trash generated from the work at the Main Injector and Tevatron rings.  My co-worker or I, on this assignment, missed some radioactive material.  I was given three garbage bags that contained the radioactive material.  My co-worker and I went through these bags and discovered what caused the “hit”.  I showed the people in I.B.-1 what caused the “hit”.  As a result of this incident,  I will never use a dumpster away from where the trash was generated.  In other words, Beams shutdown trash goes into Beams dumpsters only!

Randy Ward and Dan Massengill discussed the fire in the compressor building.  If anyone is interested- documentation and pictures can be found on M drive, IB1A fire and IB1A pictures.  One of our changes- we don‘t have air filters on stage 1 & 2 anymore.  With this change it was noted they are running slightly cooler- probably better air flow.

Housekeeping was discussed with water on the floor and use of extension cords being the main concern.  If someone discovers water on the floor, what needs to be done?  If possible, clean it up.  We have a wet-vac and absorbent pigs are available.  If you don’t have the time, contact someone.  The building manager, the GRSM spokesperson, or your supervisor are all good choices.
If you need to use extension cords, when you are finished with the job, the extension cord needs to be unplugged and off the floor.  The lack of 110 and 220 outlets in the machine shop area was discussed.  Though a shutdown is necessary to tie into power at the panel, it was suggested the set-up necessary prior to panel connection can be done without any shutdown to critical power sources.

Old Business:

Hose on sidewalk in front of control room entrance.  The building manager will contact appropriate personnel @ IB4 to discuss options.
New Business:

If an item for general use is consumed, please order or contact the building manager to order replacements.  An example given was drill bits.  A particular size bit had been totally consumed.  

Lanyards were discussed. If you use a lanyard, make sure it is the break-away type.

We have a double door in the compressor building that is rusting out.  Be careful if it is necessary to use this entrance.  The building manager will contact Gary Lorenz to discuss options.
